LA Book Project for Independent Novel
Choose an activity out of the options below.   If you choose a poster option, you need to provide your own board.  (A half would work nicely – find a friend).  YOUR PROJECT MUST BE ORIGINAL – DO NOT TURN IN RECYCLED WORK!!
· See What I read?
· This report is a visual one.  A model of a scene from the story can be created, or a likeness of one or more of the characters from the story can be drawn (using artistic methods and media) or sculpted.  Also include the major plot elements of conflict, climax, and resolution in a one paragraph synopsis.  
· Story-before-the-Story

· Write your own story – before your book began.  Create a chapter would come before the first chapter to give some insight on what happened in the book.

· Into the Future

· This report predicts what might happen if your book were to continue.  It may take the form of a story in narrative or dramatic form or a visual display.

· Coming Attraction!

· You have been chosen to design the promotional poster for your book made into a movie.  Include the title and author of the book, a listing of the main characters and the contemporary characters who will play them, a drawing of a scene from the book, and a paragraph synopsis of the story.

· Mini Storyboard!

· Create a mini storyboard of one of the key scenes from the book.  This should include images (4-8) of what happens in the scene and quotes from the book to support that image.  
· Drama!

· Write a play based on a scene from your book.  Give a paragraph introduction based on the overall plot of the story.  Cast members can be real or fictitious.  
· Powerpoint!
· Make a creative powerpoint presentation about your novel.  Use 5 – 10 slides and include descriptions of the main characters, plot, setting, tone, and point of view.  
· Web-based project

· Using an internet site (animoto, glogster), create a multimedia presentation of your book.  Project should reflect knowledge of novel content and creative effects to ‘sell’ your book to others.
