Book talks 

A book talk is a presentation about the book you read.  You can dress in a costume, have a prop (other than the book), and be creative.     You may choose to include any of the following:

a. title

b. author

c. genre

d. setting: Time and place

e. main characters and their characteristics

f. Plot-Conflict-Climax (unless it would ruin the book for future readers.)

g. Favorite part:  You can read your favorite scene or description.

h. Author’s style: You can read an example

i. Comparison to another novel, author, movie, or TV show.

j. Recommendation: Yes or no, why, and for what type of reader

Remember to have a good opening (attention grabber) strong middle and conclusion. Practice and demonstrate good public speaking techniques – volume, pace, eye contact, posture.
